With the advent of commercial food production and the move toward centralized shechita, the Mesorot
on many birds, chagavim, and animals are on the verge of being lost to Am Yisrael forever. In addition,
many people are no longer familiar with the myriad facets of Kashrut.

In an effort to stem this loss and to familiarize the community with these halachot, we are organizing the
Mesora Dinner — ARUCHA V'HALACHA — a unique educational and gastronomic event. The Mesora
Dinner combines rare and unusual kosher delicacies, hands-on halachic adventuring, fascinating Jewish
history and Torah study.

Our first Mesora Dinner was held in Yerushalayim (2002), followed by dinners in New York (2004) and
Los Angeles (2007) in conjunction with the OU. Our goal is to preserve the Mesorot on these creatures
and to clarify arcane and often unknown or misunderstood halachot.

What Is A Seudat Mesoret ?

The ARUCHA V’HALACHA evening will include shiurim on Simanei Kashrut, the halachic
considerations of each item on the menu, and investigation of the Mesorah of the Five Grains and the
Seven Species of Eretz Yisrael.

The menu is scheduled to include duck, muscovy, wild turkey, quail, dove, pigeon, pheasant, wild
chicken, guinea hen, and sparrow, for all of which we have a continuous Mesorah from a living Shochet
or Rav. We will also serve meat from cows, goats, sheep, deer, gazelle, and buffalo. Cuts served will
include udder and lung. Unusual fish, including kosher swordfish and the famed Shibuta of the Talmud
directly from the Euphrates River, will be featured.

Where and When Is The Event ?

This will be our biggest and most encompassing event yet. It will, /Y"H, be held at the Eucalyptus
Restaurant of world-acclaimed gourmet chef Moshe Basson, located in Chutzot Hayotzer, opposite the
walls of the Old City of Yerushalayim, on the 11th of Ay, Thursday, July 22nd, 2010. The event will begin
promptly at 5 pm and will be a fascinating and delicious learning experience.

Each of the 11 or so gourmet courses will be accompanied by a hands-on demonstration, video, or slide
presentation, explaining the halachic relevance of that course. We will be passing on the Mesorah in an
active manner by displaying specimens of many of the animals, birds, fish and locusts.

Every aspect of this dinner is unique. Shechita has been done especially for this meal, and it promises to
be a once-in-a-lifetime event.

Space at this Mesora Dinner is very limited. If you are interested in participating, you must reserve your
spot immediately by responding to this email. While we do not yet know the exact cost of this evening, we
estimate that it will be approximately 380 NIS per person, which just covers the expenses involved. Our
goal is to share this experience and pass the Mesorof of Am Yisrael on to as many people as we can.

indicia. Any animal that has split
hooves and chews its cud is kosher, All
others are not. Thus, sheep, goat, cow,
deer, buffalo, gazelle, and giraffe are
kosher; pig, camel, and llama are not.
Regarding birds, the situation is much
more complex. The Togal lists 24
species that are non-kosher. All others
are acceptable, Thus, in theory, if a per-
son knew the precise identity of all 24
listed birds, all others are acceptable.

- Today we no longer know what those

birds are. This is the reason that both
Rabbi Samson Raphael Hirsch and

‘ArtScroll chose to transliterate rather -

than attempt to translate the names of
the birds in their Torah translations.
Because of this, for close to 1000 years
the overriding principle is “Tradi-

. tion!” The only birds that are treated
_ as kosher are those for which a reliable

tradition exists that in the previous
generation it was treated as kosher.
Having clayified the principle, we
realized that we needed to find out if
such a tradition exists for pheasant, We
found an impressively comprehensive

15
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. article by Professor Yehuda Felix, then

at Bar llan University, in which he traced
the halachic history of the pasyon (the
Hebrew word for pheasant) for nearly
1500 years, and shows that it was
always treated as a kosher bivd. But

. names are insufficient — there is no way

of knowing that the bird called “pasy-
o 500 years ago is the same bird called
“pasyor’” today. And Felix’s trail went
cold about 75 years ago.

We had all but given up hope of pro-

- viding our friend with kosher pheas-

ant when a talmid in the yeshiva hap-
pened to mention in passing that his
rebbi, Rabbi Yosef Kafich, a leading
Yemenite rav and posek, had just that
week mentioned that he had a traditign
attesting to the kash7iis'of thie' pheas-
ant. Rabbi Kafich insisted that in order
to properly transmit the {radition, a

name is not enough. We needed to
bring to him two live pheasants. He
would then verify that this was indeed

the bird he koew, and then we would

stanghter it in his presence, No easy
task, we managed to find two birds,



brought them to Rabbi Kafich, slaugh-
tered the birds and received a letter
attesting to the fact that we had the tra-
dition and could pass it on.

THE HUNT BEGINS

hat was the beginning of our
I hunt, But it was a hunt for tra-
ditions, not animals. We realized
that traditions only can be lost, never
created. Fifty years ago there were Jew-
ish communities in Eastern Europe,
Morocco, Tunisia, Yemen, Iran, etc., and
each community had a local shochet.
Jews in each locale had traditions
regarding which birds in their area were
kosher. Today, food production is cen-
tralized, and most of those communi-
ties are destroyed. If action is not taken
soon, traditions will be lost.

A stark example of this can be seen -

in a book written less than 200 years ago
by an [talian shochet. He presents dia-
grams of 30(!) birds that he recognized

as kosher. Today we have trouble find-
ing 13 such birds. In order to stem the
loss of traditions, we decided to organ-
ize a dinner in which we would serve alt
known kosher birds and as many types
of animals as possible. The magnitude
of the undertaking did not occur to us.

' First was the central taslk of actually find-

ing traditicns.

IN SEARCH OF THE
GUINEA FOWLS YICHUS

s an example, we suspected that
Athe guinea fow} was kosher. So we

purchased two guinea fowl, put
them in a cage on top of the car, and
headed out to look for old shochtim and
rabbanim who may have slaughtered or
supervised its slaughter in the old
country. Being a bird native to North
Africa, we tried North Africans and
Yemenites.

‘We started with the Yemertite shqche_i

who had taught us. No luck. He direct-

ed us to several others. Still no one rec-
ognized it. At least we were impressed
with their honesty. After several
attempts around Jerusalem, we were
ready to give up. The following day we
took the guinea fowl to an old distin-
guished rabbi in the Har Nof section of
Jerusalem. With a faint glimmer of
recognition, the rabbi asked that one be
removed from the cage so he could bet-
ter examine it. Nope, he did not recog-
nize the bird. But that clever guinea took
the opportunity and bolted from the
room. The scene that followed, with the
old rabbi in his long caftan chasing the
bird, could have been out of any com-
edy movie. If anyone should happen te
find a stray, odd-looking, lost bird in

Jerusalem, it just might be our missing

guinea: s

Our perseverance finally paid off.
While returning from shechting a deer
in Tzefas we still had {one) guinea asa
traveling partner. We stopped in to see

 Rabbi Elbaz, an old Algerian shochet. We .
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had struck gold, He unquestionably rec-
ognized the bird and attested to the fact
that he had slaughtered it in Algeria close
to 50 years ago.

Our next subject was the partridge,
another bird we suspected was kosher,
Here we were having even greater diffi-
culty. Finally I recalled that once, while
researching the simall Aramaic-speaking
community in Israel, their chief rabbi had
told me that he had slaughtered a bird
named “keklik” in Tarkish. Some quick
research revealed he was talking about the
partridge, Pay dirt again. We brought him
the bird, he ID’ed it, and we were on our
way with another tradition.

FILLING THE MENU
fruition, we also needed birds to

serve. Finding quail today in Israel
is relatively easy, but finding guinea fowl-

In order fo bring this dinner to

is another matter. A technician in the

Israeli veterinary school eventiially led
us to his friend Rafi, but failed to inform
us that Rafi calls himself “Jungle Boy.”

The two deer, emu, and other assorted
creatures invhis backyard were interest-
ing but immaterial to us; he had guineas
he was willing to sell to us.

Pheasant were less difficult., It should
be obvious that the place to buy pheas-
ant is a large ostrich farm in the south

of the country. We bought eight to start

with, packed two in a box. We brought
them to one of the leading shochtim,
Rabbi Shlomo Machfud, to slaughter. He
took one out of a box. I grabbed the
other, and before I realized, it he was
high up in the sky. If anyone finds a
pheasant flying around Kiryat Malachi,
that is our other missing bird!

The purpose of this dinner was to
transmit the traditions, To accomplish
that we needed participants. Who would
come? It turned out that was not a prob-

lern. We were over-subscribed before we.
-realized it. We also succeeded in -per- -

suading some of the most important rab-
bis and researchers involved in the field
to join us. They came from New York,
Basle, and all over Isracl. At the end, near-
ly 100 people, Ashkenazim, Sephardim,

and Teimanim, jammed the restaurant
hear two hours of shiurim and parta
of 13 courses.

Israel. But it is. Thankfully, Minister Rab
Yitzchak Levi procured for us a one-tin

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dispensation to slaughter several of
them, Unfortunately, he was unable to do
the same for ibex or antelope.

After hunting for traditions, search-
ing for birds, and clearing the legal
hurdles, the dinner eventually includ-
ed: chicken, turkey, duck, goose, mus-
covy duck, mallard, pigeon, dove,
pheasant, partridge, quail, guinea fowl,
sparrow, cow udder, lamb, bison, water
buffalo, and deer. And of course there
was a need for a special dessert.

The Torah states that certain cha-
gavim (grasshoppers) are kosher. But
just like birds, there is a need for a tra-
dition regarding the identity of the
kosher species, Dr. Zohar Amar of Bar
Han University is an expert on the sub-
ject. Jews from Morocco and Yemen
still eat them to this day, and Amar has
interviewed hundreds of these Jews. We

‘procured” several hupdied of the

kosher species, and the day before the
big dinner visited several Yemenite Jews
in Kiryat Ekron who had moved to
Israel only seven years age. Dressed in
traditional garb and using a traditional
oven, they roasted and boiled the
grasshoppers for us the way they did

in Yemen. And then they actually ate .
them! The chef prepared seéveral more, -

and at the meal there were more than
enough for everyone to partake. Sur-
prisingly, many more of the partici-
pants actually tried them than we-
expected. '

OF ELUSIVE, HOPPING PRECEDENTS

his course presented an inter-

I esting halachic question.
Regarding birds, it is clear
from the Shach ahd Aruch
Hashulchan that one'can rely on the
Mesora from another community.
But does the same halacha apply to
chagavim? There was no uniform
answer on this. Many of the Ashke-
nazi participants asked their own
poskim and received divergent
answers. While many rabbis ruled’
against eating, some of the leading
poskim in Yerushalaim gave the green

" light'to rely on the Yemenite tradition™ [ *

and eat chagavim.

Originally, the Mashgiach of the
restaurant was hesitant about serving
grasshoppers for fear it would jeop-
ardize his kosher certification. After we
received a letter from former Chief
Rabbi Ovadia Yosef that stated that
even for those Jews who do not treat
them as kosher, they do not make the
dishes non-kosher, the chef was so
excited that he now wants to add them
to his regular menu.

The main purpose of this dinner
was the preservation and transmission
of mesoros.

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CRIES “FOUL” ON MENU
OF “LIVING THE LAW”

To the Editor:

The article “Living the Law” (Dec.
’02)—on the search for rare species of
fowl and animals that are really kosher
~ is a delightful change of pace from

. the more intense articles that are the.

hallmark of . The Jewish Observer. Tt
adds some zest to the gravity of your
publication.

On second look, however, I find
parts of it somewhat troubling. The
article states that a seuda was made
from the authors’ findings ~ halacha
I'maaseh, including the muscovy duck
and certain species of crickets. From
the holdings of the Orthodox Jewish
Archives, I found that during the
American Civil War, the Rav of the

South, Rabbi Dov Ber Illowy (see JO -

May ’76), who headed a congregation
of German Jews in New Orleans,
banned the shechita (slaughter) of the
muscovy duck, even though the con-
gregants had claimed to have a tradi-
tion that it was kosher. He backed up
his p’sak by sending the question to
Rabbi Samson Rephael Hirsch and
Rabbi Nathan Adler, the Chief Rabbi
of England. They botH unequivocally
said that the fowl is not kosher. Rabbi
Illowy was not an am ha’aretz he had
learned in the Yeshiva of the Chasam
Sofer. His activities included defend-
ing the authenticity of the Zohar

from the attacks of the Reformers. -

Indeed, he was one of the few great
fighters against Reform Judaism in
America,- : o
It is difficult to believe that he did not
know the basic halachos of kosher birds

or did not describe them correctly, as can
plainly be seen from his correspondence
in the responsa of Rabbi Samson
Raphael Hirsch in sefer Shemesh Marpeh
(simarn 39).

About grasshoppers: it is true that the
Yemenites have a tradition that permits
eating them. The Ohr Hachaim, Parshas

- Shemini; however, has very harsh words

We are delighted that Rabbi Kolod-

so that he took the time to investigate

several of the issues and share his find-

ings with the JO readership.and us.
Clearly the space allocated for an arti-
¢le in the JO is insufficient to cover all
of the myriad details (halacka, historic,
and practical) that went into our
halachic event. As noted in the article,
the dinner included several hours of shi-
urim and a 150-page source book, in
addition to the 3-page pre-dinner mail-
ing that all participants received,

ing topic of the muscovy duck. He is cor-
rect that the most famous and one of the
earliest teshuvos regarding this New
World bird is that of Rabbi Illowy. Rabbi
Ilowy's letter on the subject, as found
in his Milchamos Hasherm (published by
his son, Dr. Henry Illowy, in 1914), was
included in our source-book (pp. 52-57)
-and featured prominently in the shiur
on the topic at the dinner. Rabbi
Illowy’s stature and importance are
unquestioned, But he was neither the
only nor the last word on the subject.
He did have some of his facts wrong,
such as the shape of the egg, a fact that
featured prominently in Rabbi Hirsch's .
response. Other important New World
rabbis, such as Rabbi Goldman of
Argentina (1906) and Rabbi Leeber
Cchen of Memphis (1916), seem to have
permitted it. Several Israeli rabbis, such
sas Rabbi Tzvi Pesach Frank and Rabbi
Yaakov Moshe Charlop, permitted it,
and as recently as: 15 years ago, one of
the major Israeli poultry praducers was
selling it under rabbanut hashgacha. Per-
haps the strongest point in favor of per-
mitting the muscovy is the fact that it’
voluntarily hybridizes with known
kosher ducks. A final testament to its-
kashrus is that this mating (with a mal-
lard duck) yields the widely accepted’
mulard. Additional details can be found
in a forthcoming articlein the Journal
of Halacha and Gontemporary Society.

ny raises essentially two points. He
" implicitly questions anyone eating
grasshoppers, following the .Okr
Hachain's harsh words (which also
appear in his commentary, Pri Toar, on
Yoreh De’ah 85, the version that was in
our source book). The Ohr HaChaim
- was amongst the giants of the early
acharonim. But many communities,
both during and after his lifetime, did
not heed his ruling. Jews in many areas
of Moroceo and all of Yemenite Jewry
continued to eat chagavim based on
their strong mesoros dating back mil-
lennia. A detailed look at this issue can
be found in the article in Techumin 19
(5759) by Rabbi Chananel Seri and Dr.
Zohar Amar. Rabbi Kolodny also finds
difficulty in relying on the mesora of
- another community. The issue of rely-
ing on another community’s mesora for

chagavim is an interesting and open
topic. Each participant was therefore
advised to ask his own poseik. Some
were indeed told not to eat; others,
bésed on rulings from some of the lead-

" ing poskim of Yerushalayim, were told
that they may eat.

Finally, Rabbi Kolodny raises the
issue of the giraffe. This question is
perplexing. We are not suré why he
thinks we shechted giraffe; it appears
nowhere in the article. Halevei we had!
We are also not sure what aspect he
wants explained. Indeed, such a shechita
would be technically difficult, but we
see no halacha impediments. For a
short discussion of one of the report-
ed problems, you can see the article in
Jewish Action, Fall 5761/2000. .

Today’s conference is in memory of Mrs. Rae Kushner a”’h, who recently passed
away on j23 ‘. She with her husband Joseph Kushner were builders of Torah
education in America. That Mesorah of Jewish leadership and philanthropy with
which she inculcated her family remain her rich legacy.
